A difficult aspect between the Moon and Pluto compels you to know the ins and outs of 
what’s happening around you. This could sometimes border on paranoia if you think 
somebody’s holding back the truth of a situation or things are left up in the air. With this 
psychological intensity, you can be likened to the proverbial pressure pot with periodic 
eruptions of emotional steam! The thing is, you expect the same type of loyalty and trust that 
you invest in people and there can be a great release of force and anger should your faith be 
shattered.  
   As much as you enjoy being absorbed in activity, it’s important that you find time to 
withdraw from the busyness of the world. Being amongst nature or in the solitude of a 
peaceful environment (especially near the water) would be particularly cathartic and restore 
your vital energies. It may be a good idea to use these times as some form of meditation, since 
you’re prone to ruminate on the past and resurrect buried emotions when alone. 
 
With Mars, the planet associated with war and aggression, potently placed in your chart, it 
may seem at times as though you must do battle with the forces of the world.

You function 
most effectively when there’s a challenge and delight in proving others wrong by doing the 
seemingly impossible! Indeed, sometimes it seems you’re on a personal crusade. 
    
You embrace new ideas and projects with great enthusiasm, instilling confidence in those 
around you and impressing those in authority by your tenacity and practical skills. Although 
you’re able to work as part of a group, you function most effectively as team leader or 
working on your own initiative.

As an adult, 
there may be a holding back in love for fear of disturbing and exposing the deep emotions of 
the child. It’s well known that Cancerians have a resilient outer shell to conceal their 
vulnerable inner softness. Venus also placed in Cancer has made you especially guarded and 
protective in love.   
 
It’s difficult for you to let go of emotional traumas of the past since you tend to cling on to the 
memory of them and replay the images in your mind. Consequently the light of passion that 



shimmers so vibrantly within you has been diffused through the failure of past lovers to truly 
reach you. This has caused chronic feelings of disillusionment and despair, fuelling the need 
for success and recognition in the world. As a result, you’ve directed much of your vitality 
into your professional life and, since the instinct for motherhood is accentuated in your chart, 
you may have substituted devotion to the children for the love of a man.    
 
Although you’re a consummate nest builder and the archetypal mother who absolutely dotes 
on her kids, there’s also an independent streak that demands a certain amount of freedom of 
movement.

The Sun in the Twelfth House symbolises that your life’s purpose will in some way be 
directed towards a deeper understanding of the human condition, with possible leanings 
towards the more mystical side of life. Venus also occupies the Twelfth House, magnifying 
the potential for self change through the power of love and the opportunity to be creatively 
fulfilled.  
   Although your life’s experience has served and contributed to where you are now, it seems 
you are at a point where you are about to undergo a major re-appraisal of many areas of your 
life. It may be extremely challenging and take considerable effort in facing yourself before 
your true aspirations can be realised. However, this is all part of the transformative process 
that is happening and ultimately you will come through into a new place, perhaps 
geographically as well as within yourself.    
       
The Moon, your chart ruler, whilst heightening the senses and strengthening the maternal 
love for your children, influences you to remain in the comfort of that which is familiar and 
the security of the known. It is interesting to note the symbol of the place name in Dorset 
where you were born. Perhaps now’s the time to venture beyond the security of the “Poole” 
that has sustained you thus far in your life. Just as the crab scuttles out of its protective layer 
to perpetuate its existence, then darts back at the first sign of danger, so do you replicate this 
behaviour by exposing only so much of yourself before withdrawing to the safety of your 
bolt-hole. However, the Moon in your Fifth House of creativity and pleasure compels you to 
come out and take a chance on life.  
 
It’s not easy for you to sever relationships and break with situations that no longer serve you. 
The dilemma whether to continue to compromise with your life or to take the action to 
change things once and for all is not a task for the faint-hearted. To put your life on the line is 
to invoke the power of life itself and set in motion the irreversible shift of consciousness that 
heralds the new. Anxiety and a deep feeling of confusion could precede the turning point 
before you break free from the constriction of the family orbit. Then, after the initial elation, a 
movement towards higher knowledge or a spiritual teaching could follow, accompanied by 
extended travel abroad or in a completely new environment.
